Gold, Silver & Bronze Achievement Pins will be presented to competitors
(Distinguished or Non-Distinguished), that equal or exceed Achievement
Award Scores. _Points — Points are given to any non-distinguished
shooters who place in the top ten percent of non-distinguished shooters,
provided that the score fired by the competitor equals or exceeds the EIC
Minimum Credit Score (Rule, 10.3.8). Calculations are based on rule

All Points are issued by the CMP.

To receive EIC credit points, the score fired by the competitor must
fulfill the requirements of Rule 10.3.7 (top 10%) and equal or exceed the
Minimum Credit Score (MCS) for that discipline (see CMP Rule 10.3.8).
MCS scores for 2025 are:

e Service Pistol. 250 of 300
e .22 Rimfire Pistol. 260 of 300
e Service Revolver. 315 of 400

In accordance with the current edition of the CMP Service Rulebook. All
Service Pistol EIC Matches, CMP .22 Rimfire EIC Pistol Matches and EIC
CMP Revolver Matches will be governed by CMP rules.



DIRECTIONS:

The range is located 4.5 miles east of the intersection of 77 and 60 at the Maverick
