1. If there are less than five entries in any category within a class, they will be combined 

with other entries in another category within the same class.  
2. If there are less than five entries after combining all categories of a class, there will be 

NO AWARDS provided in that class and all competitors in the lower class will be moved 
to their respective category in the next higher class. 

3. If the five-competitor minimum required for award purposes has still not been fulfilled, 
competitors will be moved up in class and category until there are five or more in a class 
and category. 

4. A class or category will not be combined downward.  If there are less than five 
High Masters, they will compete for Match Winner only.

Cash awards will be issued to shooters for matches and aggregate matches by class 
and category.

1. You may shoot one, two or three guns.   
2. You may also shoot an all .22 2700. 
3. The pistol range firing points are covered, and the match will be conducted rain 

or shine.
